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     Through outstanding communication and vigilance within our neighborhoods and hard work by our Citizens, Patrol Deputies and Investigators, we had a significant reduction in Burglaries in the County in 2010.  Reports of residential and business burglaries dropped from 516 in 2009 to 475 in 2010.  This is a reduction of 8 %!!!   One trend that we did notice however was that in a number of burglaries that occurred at residences, the home had an alarm system, but the alarms were not set.  Please check your alarm systems and turn them on when leaving your house.  Let’s go for another 8% reduction next year and continue our outstanding quality of life here in Forsyth County.

Some other tips:

                -Have a wireless, or something similar, phone backup system for your alarm


                -Have an exterior alarm siren, so that your neighbors will hear your alarm if it 

     
    goes off


                -If you hear a neighbors alarm, car or house sounding, call 911 immediately


                -Make sure your alarm company has current contact information 


                -If you have strangers (workers, repairmen)  in your house hide all your jewelry and 

   other valuables

                -Do not post your schedule on Face Book, Twitter, ect…


                -If you have a safe, good idea, secure to floor or wall and make sure it is 


     
   hidden or completely out of sight


                -Keep a list of serial numbers and take pictures of your jewelry and other 

     

   valuables and keep that list locked up


                -Regularly go through your residence and make sure all of your doors and 

    
   windows are locked

            Be very observant of any suspicious or criminal activity in and or around your subdivision. If you see any suspicious activity, please call 911 immediately.
