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Over the last couple of days, several of our neighborhood watch liaison’s have made us  aware of some information going around via email and yahoo groups about a possible attempted Child Abduction in the States Bridge road area of John’s Creek in the last few days.  We contacted John’s Creek Police yesterday and found that they did respond to a suspicious person call involving 2 men in a grey or silver pickup truck on May 18th at around 7:45 pm.   The caller reported that at about 6:00pm, 2 men in a grey or silver pickup pulled into his driveway and asked his daughter if her Mom and Dad were home.  There was no attempt to abduct or grab the girl, and no attempt to enter the house.   John’s Creek Police advised that apparently these two men are roofers and were driving through neighborhoods in the area soliciting residents to have new roofs put on their houses.   

     We take information or claims of this type very seriously, and I appreciate those who had heard this information sharing it with us.  That’s how and why Neighborhood Watch works!!  So thank you to those who called or emailed myself and Deputy Rainwater, so we could use our contacts to get accurate information.
