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       The Forsyth County Sheriff’s Office is currently investigating an individual report of mail

theft that occurred in Chatsworth Subdivision in the southern area of the County.

      In this case the resident had incoming bills stolen from his mailbox.  Please be aware that theft of mail, even incoming mail where there are no checks or payments involved can be the first step in you becoming a victim of identity theft.  We encourage people to try to do as much online bill payment and banking as possible, using safe and secure sites.  If you are unable or uncomfortable with this, find out what time the Mailman delivers your mail and try to remove it as soon as possible after delivery.  

      Other steps you can take to avoid becoming a victim of this type of crime are to mail payments from a safe location. Please do not mail bill payments from your home or office mailbox. Instead, mail bills from the post office or a blue postal mailbox.  A raised flag on your mailbox signals the possibility of outgoing checks and credit card payments to would be thieves.
Please remember to call 911 if you see any suspicious activity, vehicles, or people in your subdivision. Please be especially alert to non postal workers near or around or hanging things onto mailboxes in your subdivision.
